Gin Batimi / Sunset Time

The towns Alapli, Eregli, Caycuma, Gékgebey, Kilimli, Kozlu and Devrek are in the borders of the province
of Zonguldak. It has coastlines in the west and north to the Black Sea. Its neighbors are Karabiik to the
east, Bartin to the north-east, Duzce to the west and Bolu to the south. 56% of area is covered with
mountains, 31% with the plateaus and 13% with plain lands. The Towns Filyos, Alapli, Gulii¢ and Devrek
have important river resources for the city. Since it has a rainy climate, 52% of Zonguldak is covered with
forests that provides an excellent wildlife and makes hunting popular for the people living around.

There are no natural lakes in the city borders, but the dam lakes Kizilcapinar, Giilig, Ulutan and the ponds
Derekdy, Cobanoglu have the most important spots for a picnic.

Emigrant communities named Bithin, Mariandyn, Migron consisting of Phrygian tribes are the first residents
of the district. Together with the colonization process beginning at western Anatolia in B.C. VI. Century,
mercantile docks were established also in the precinct through locations like as Eredli (Heracleia Pontica),
Filyos (Teion), Amasra (Sesamus).

The region governed by Persion till B.C. 334 and was captured by Makedonians after that date. Butin
consequence of revolt of the people of the district for a short while it obtained its indecency (Bithynia
Kingdom). Then, in B.C. 27, it was ruled by Roman Empire and later in 395 by East Rome (Byzantium).

Zonguldak and its vicinity was captured by Anatolian Seljuks in 1084. Fallowing the IV. Crusade it was
acquired by Yoros Kingdom and Candarogullari, After Fatih Sultan Mehmet conquered Amasra in 1460,
the district completely ruled by Ottomans. wp

The area regained importance with discovery of coal mine in 1829. The first coal mines were opened in
1848. French soldiers first occupied Zonguldak and then Eregli (1919) under pretense of protecting the
interests of French companies working in the area and increasing supply of coal. But they had to retreat
(21 June 1920) over the resistance of militia forces linked to Miidafa-I Hukuk Cemiyeti (The Assocation of
Defending Law) established in Zonguldak and its vicinity.

In 1 April 1924, Zonguldak obtained the title of being the first province which was established after the
announcement of republic.

COASTLINE AND BEACHES

Zonguldak, dogal glzellikler agisindan oldukga zengin bir ildir. Karadeniz kiyisi boyunca uzanan koylari,
kumsallari, herbiri ayri bir doda harikasi olan magaralari, dort mevsim yesil kalabilen bitki érttsu ve
orman i¢i dinlenme alanlari, turizm anlaminda degerlendirilebilecek dogal kaynaklardir. Doguda Sazkdy'den,
batida Akcakoca' ya kadar uzanan 80 kilometrelik kiyi seridinde yer alan, pek cok dogal plaj ve kumsal
yore halkinin yaz aylarinda glnubirlik kullandidr belli bagli mekanlardir.

Dogu yonuinden itibaren Sazkdy, Filyos, Turkali, Gobu, Hisararkasi, Uzunkum, Kapuz, karakum, Degirmenagzi,
ILiksu, Kireglik, Armutguk, Kdz. Eregli, Mevreke, Alapli ve Kocaman mevkileri yaz boyunca yére halkinin
akin ettigi kumsallardir. Bunlardan Filyos, Kapuz, Eredli Askeri Plaji, Eregli Belediyesi Plaji, Erdemir Plaji
ve Alapli Belediye Plaji basit altyapi birimlerine sahip plajlardir.

The natural beaches along eighty kilometer coastline between Sazkdy and Akcakoca offer the people
wonderful weekends.

Drom east side, Sazkdy, Filyos, Tirkali, G6bd, Hisararkasi, Uzunkum, Kapuz, Karakum, Degirmenagzi, Iliksu,
Kireglik, Armutcuk, Eregli, Mevreke, Alapli and Kocaman locations are sand beaches that population of
the district rush into along the summer. Among them, Filyos, Kapuz, Eregli Municipality Beach, Erdemir
Beach and Alapli Municipality Beach are the ones that have basic infrastructure.

Yil, Milli Egemenlik and Kocaman have seats, water supplying,
toilets, phone, restaurants and shops.

Magara olusumu yénunden tilkemizin en zengin yorelerinden biri olan Zonguldak'ta ilk speleoloji calismalari
1970'li yillarin basinda baslamistir. Bugline kadar yerli ve yabanci bircok magarabilimcinin arastirma
yaptigi Zonguldak magdaralari daha énceleri bilimsel ve sportif amacli geziler igin kullanilmigtir.

Zonguldak'da bulunan magdaralarin hemen hemen timu aktiftir. Bu magaralarin icinde egsiz giizellikte
dikit, sarkit ve traverten gibi jeolojik olusumlarin yani sira, akarsu ya da gol gibi sulara da rastlanmaktadir.

Zonguldak'in en uzun madaralari sunlardir: Kizilelma (6.630 m), Gokgoél (3.350 m), Cumayani (1.100 m),
Ercek (890 m), Sofular (490 m), ILiksu (606 m), Inagzi (793 m) ve Cayirkdy (1.150 m).

Zonguldak merkezinde bulunan Gokgél Magarasi ile Kdz. Eregli ilgesinde bulunan Cehennemagzi Magaralari
aydinlatma ve gezi yollari yapilarak ziyarete acilmigtir.

In Zonguldak which is one of the leading city in Turkey with cave formations, first studies of speleology
started in the early 1970's. Those caves had been used for scientific and sport purposes in the early times
and there has been so many studies made by domestic and foreign speleologists.

Almost all the caves in Zonguldak are open to public. Besides most beautiful geological formations like
stalagmites, stalactites and travertines; streams or lakes can also be seen in these caves.

The longest caves of Zonguldak are as follows: Kizilelma (6,630 m - 21,752 ft), G6kg6l (3,350 m - 10,991
ft), Cumayani (1,100 m - 3,609 ft), Ercek (890 m - 2,920 ft), Sofular (490 m - 1,608 ft), Iliksu (606 m - 1,988
ft), Inagzi (793 m - 2,602 ft) ve Cayirkéy (1,150 m - 3,773 ft).

G6kgél Cave in downtown Zonguldak and Cehennemagzi (Entrance to Hell) Cave in Eregli district are
opened to public with inside illumination and trekking paths.

Zonguldak - Ankara karayolunun hemen Zonguldak girsinde, yolun sad kenarinda yer almaktadir. Madara,
kente disardan gelenler i¢in hog bir surpriz, kent digina ¢ikanlar igin ise, belleklerde kente iligkin son bir
ani ozelligi tagimaktadir.

Magara i¢i damlatag birikimi yéniinden son derece zengin olan Gékgél Magdarasi, traverten, sarkit, dikit
sttunlar ve damlatagslar ile stsluddr.

Gokgol Magarasi' nin ilk 875 metresi turizm amacli kullanima agilmistir. Giristen Blyuk Cokiintl Salonu!
na kadar uzanan bu bélim 2-15 metre genislik, 1-18 metre ytkseklikte olup, Fosil Girig, Damlataglar
Galerisi, Cokintl Salonu, Muhtesem Salon, Buytk Cokiintd Salonu ve Harikalar Salonu gibi adlarla
nitelendirilmistir. Aydinlatmasi yapilan bu alanda ytrtyis parkuru, kdpriler ve seyir teraslari bulunmaktadir.

Just beside Zonguldak city entrance point on Zonguldak-Ankara highway on the right hand side is G6kgol
Cave.

This cave is a nice surprise for those coming in the town and the last memory for those leaving the town
regarding the town.

GOkgdbk Cave which is extremely rich by dripstone formations is embellished with travertines, stalagmite-
stalactite columns and dripstones.

The first 875 meter (2970 ft) of G6kgdk Cave is open for touristic use. This section, which lies between the
Entrance and Grand Debris (or sediment) Hall measures 2 15 meters (6,5 ft to 50 ft) in width and 1 to 18
meters (3,3 ft to 59 ft) in height, is called different names as Fossil Entrance, The Gallery of Dripstones,
Debris Hall, Magnificent Hall, Grand Debris Hall and The Hall of Wonders. This totally illuminated area
also includes trekking paths, bridges and scenic view spots.

Kdz. Eregli sehir merkezindedir. Roma ve Bizans déneminde kullanilan magaralar 3 adettir. 2000-2002 yillarinda yapilan kamulastirma,
temzlik, bakim ve aydinlatma caligmalarindan sonra ziyeretgilere acilarak drenyeri statiisiine kavusturulmustur.

Kilise Magarast: Dogal bir magara olup, kismen kayaliklarin yontulmasiyla diizlestirilmistir. Roma ve Bizans dénemlerinde ibadet yapmak
icin kullanitmigtir. Magara iLk kullanildigi dénemlerde Roma Imparatorlu'nca Hristiyanlik dini resmen kabul edilmediginden, iLk Hristiyanlar
bu magarada gizli ibadet etmekteydi.

Herkiil Magarasi: Mitolojiye gore MO 1200'Lerde efsanevi Argonot seferi sirasinda buraya gelen Herkiil (Heracles), Kral Eurystheus'un
kendisine verdigi 12 gorevden en zor olanini bu magarada gerceklestirmistir. Herkil magaraya girerek Tanri Hades'in (Cehennem Tanrisi)
lilkesine gitmis ve cehennemi bekleyen iic basli kipedi Cerberos'u buradan yeryuziine cikarmistir. Herkil'tin 12. gérevinin bu magarada
gerceklesmig olmas ve Eregli'nin o dénemdeki sakinleri olan Mariandiynleri zorba yoneticilerin elinden kurtardidi igin kente Heracleia
Pontica (Karadeniz Erelisi) adi verilmistir.

Ayazma Magarasi: Genis bir girigi olan Ayazma Magaras! iki salondan olusmaktadir. Salonlardan birini kaplayan gél kutsal olma ¢zelliginin
yaninda, gecmiste sarni¢ olarak da kullanilmig ve yorenin su gereksinimini karsilamigtir. Girigin sol tarafinda bulunan alanda ise giiniimizde
klasik mzik dinletileri dizenlenmektedir.

Ayazma Magarasi A_yaza Cave Herkiil Magarasi / Heracles Cave Kilise Magarasi / Church Cave
Cehennemagzi Caves locates in Eredli district. There are three caves used in Roman and Byzantium periods. They were opened for visits and
gained visit place status after publicizing, cleaning, maintenance and lightning studies between 2000 and 2002. As today it is a visit place
of Eregli Museum Directorate.

Church Cave: Being a natural cave, had flattened by carving rocks, it was used for praying in Roman and Byzantium periods. Christianity
was the forbidden in Roman Empire when the first Christians using cave for pray.

Heracles Cave: According to mythology, Heracles (Latin name Hercules) coming here during the legendary Argonot expedition and succeeded
the hardest quest of 12th century given by the king Eurystheus, in this cave. Heracles went into the land of Hades the God (God of Hell)
through the cave and got the three-headed dog, Cerberos, which was protecting Hell. Mariandyns, the residents of Eregli, had given the
name of Heracles to this place, to voice their gratitude to him for succeeding the King's quest and saving them from local cruel matters
called Trians.

Ayazma Cave: Having a great entrance, Ayazma Cave concludes of two saloons. There is a lake inside covering one of the saloons known
to be holy and used as cistern before. Today the left area of the entrance is used for classical music performances.

Arkeolojik Buluntular / Archeoogical Findigs Kazi Alani / Archeological Dlggis Area ) Skl |'(I|.I/ Odhuc
We first come across the name of this ancient city after the 4th century BC. According to a legend the city was founded
by the Milesian religious called Tios in the 7th century BC. Throughout her history, the city was known by different

names.

The city, which never gained a political strength, was destroyed, and plundered in Roman period, 70 BC. She was later
rebuilt continued her existence as a port and trade center.

In the 5th century A.D. the city became a bishopric center. In time, the city developed and gained political, military
and commercial importance. During the Byzantine, Seljuk and Ottoman periods, she gradually lost her importance
and ended as a small fishing village.

Today, in this location known as Filyos Township, the visible remains of the ancient city are; a fortress, a breakwater,
sea walls, an aqua-duct, a vaulted gallery, a theatre, a defensive tower and a member of tombs all dated to the Roman
and Byzantine periods.

“Kdgek" Qyunu / “Kocek" Game

Yoresel Giysi / Traditional Dress Madenciler / Miner

The foremost entertainment for the peasants of Zonguldak, working under very hard conditions in coalmines for about 170
year, has been watching kocek ( @ man who performance traditional dances in woman's garp). Because of this kocek dance
folklore is very popular in this region. As folk songs; Manis (traditional Turkish quatrains) which are written for a man who
leaves his village to work in the mines, Dirges which arose after deadly work accidents are some examples of the way of life
and production culture on folklore.

The women's garps, the rhythms and the melodies of these traditional women's dances reflect the women's elegance and
vivacity. Aman Of (indicating disqust, anger or depression), Dokturu Muazzez (Lady named Muazzez who dances very well),
Maga Kizi (The queen of spades), Biriciks (you are the only one), Dirgine, Topal Osman (Lame Mr. Osman), Kestaneci Koyu (the
chestnut seller village), Ergice Mese (leaning oak), Somsom Yarim, Kaptasin alti Bayir, Halimem (my dear lady Halime),
Karadir Kaslarin (your black eyebrows) are some of the samples of the folk songs and dances peculiar to this region and they
have been sung and played with traditional musical instruments like davul (drum), zurna (a reed instrument somewhat
resembling an oboe), kaval (shepherd's pipe), cifte baglama (a plucked instrument with three double strings and a long neck),
tambura (a special Turkish folk music stringed instrument), kemane (traditional violin), tef (tambourine), darbuka (a kind
of drum played with hands), zil (jingle in the hoop of a tambourine) and kagik (wooden spoons used as castanets).

Eregli'de
elpek, Caycuma'da pelemet, diger yerlesim birimlerinde ise ¢ozme bez olarak bilinen yerli dokuma, dizen adi verilen
el tezgahlarinda, keten ve pamuk ipligiyle dokunurdu. I¢ giyimdede kullanilan bu bez yazin serin, kigin viicut 1sisini
korumasiyla anludir. Guniimizde yoresel nakiglarla suslenerek yelek, bluz, canta, gozLik kilifi gibi hediyelik esya
biciminde degerlendirilmektedir.

Kiz ceyizi, yaglik, kusak, peskir gibi dokumalarda gorilen Zonguldak ydresi nakiglari, bezi, tird, teknidi ve kullanilan
renk, motif yontinden dstlin dzellikler tagir. Herhangi bir bez (izerine kirma teli adi verilen malzeme ve 6zel aletle
islenen tel kirma nakig, kadin Gist giyiminde stisleme olarak kullanilir.

Yizyili agkin bir stiredir, Devrek'te siirdiirtlen bastonculuk, Devrek bastonu adiyla tinlenmistir. Sapi ceviz, gévdesi
kizileik agact, ucu da manda boynuzu olan klasik Devrek bastonu tamamen bir el sanati Griniidir. Gdvdesinde, baslari
sap kismina dogru dolagmis iki yitan motifi bulunur. Giniimizde degisik bicim, malzemeden yapilmis saplari ve
gbvdeleri gimus, sedef, bakir, kemik islemeli motifler bulunan bastonlar da yapilmaktadir.

The embroideries of Zonguldak Region, which can be seen in maiden's dowry, large handkerchief, belt and
towel has a superior quality with their cloths, types, techniques, colors and patterns used. Broken-wire
embroidery which is stitched on any cloth with a material named broken-wire and with a special tool,
used as an ornament for ladies upper dressing.

The wooden cane craft which has been carried on in Devrek for over a hundred year is renowned with the
name Devrek Cane. Being a real handicraft, the classical Devrek Cane handle is made of walnut; its body
is cornelian cherry wood and the tip is made of buffalo horn. It has two snake figures which snake's heads
are wound on the cane's body. Nowadays the canes are being made with altered shapes and different
materials used for their handles. The canes' bodies are being made with silver, mother-of-pearl, copper,
bone embroidered figures.

Mine Museum Canakgilar Miizesi / Canakgitar Museum
Eregili museum serves in an historical building named Halil Pasha Mansion. Halil Pasha Mansion is made by Halil Pasha Karamahmutoglu who
was a bey (lord) of a province in the reign of Ottoman emperor Sultan Abduthamit in approximately 1870's. Built on a foundation of an old church
on Bozhane Yali Avenue, antique pieces collected from the buildings of Rome period is used for front decoration of this building. After it had been
used for midale school and girls' vocational school, in 1998 it is opened as Karadeniz Eregli Museum for visitors.

Besides the archaeological remnants which originates from Eregli and its vicinity, there indigenous ethnographical heritages.

Mine Museum: The area, which was initially opened for manufacturing in 1880s and which has been used for mining education up today, is projected
as a mining museum. There is an underground aperture in the mine approximately 1 km lenght and all mining units are exist expect underground
well hole.

In this area that is so close to city center, in addition to the museum -, there are units as a multi-purpose hall in which information concerning the
museum will be provided, an exhibition hall, café and dining hall, wc, shower and heating center.

Canakgilar Co. Private Museumn: It takes place in Canakgilar Ceramic Establishments that is in Gékgebey district. In the museum, in addition to
archeological vestiges, there are ethnographic artifacts and productions manufactured in the ceramic factory.
